(2023). Jéréme Soligny is a musician, writer and journalist who interviewed David Bowie on numerous occasions over a 25-year
period. He is the author of Rainbowman (Monoray, 2023), widely acclaimed for its rigorous research into Bowie the musician. In 2019,

Jéréme was awarded the Chevalier des Arts et Lettres by Tony Visconti.
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
