He was also a very close friend of Odilon Redon, and he acquired works by famous
artists such as Matisse, Bonnard, Degas, Monet, Matisse, Renoir, Cézanne, Rodin and Van Gogh among others. Following his death in
1925, the collection was sold by his family. However, these works can now be found in the world’s most prestigious museums, and are

reunited during the exhibition.
