Across the country, a new generation is joining established producers in a
remarkable blossoming of fine wines. Extensive producer profiles and established and well-known estates mingle on the page with newer makers and small
producers to provide a thoroughly up-to-date and indispensable reference. For all wine enthusiasts keen to explore this region — whether in person or from a
favourite armchair — The Wines of Northern Spain is essential reading.
